The British Army is to start retiring its Land Rover fleet after 70 years of 

service, the MoD has announced. The iconic vehicles will start to be phased out 

over the coming months and the retirement will be managed in line with demand 

from the Army, the MoD said. Plans are now under way to find its replacement, 

with the first new vehicles expected to be used by British soldiers by 2030. A 

government minister said: "The Land Rover and British Army share an incredible 

history, and the image of a Landy in Army livery is truly iconic." 

Land Rover vehicles have been a "trusted workhorse" for the British Armed 

Forces since their widespread adoption in the 1950s, the MoD said. In 2025, more 

than 5,000 of them remained in service across the UK military.
